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St. Mark's Lutheran Preschool

Our preschool is sponsored by St Mark's Lutheran Church and is under the guidance or its Christian Education Committee. We are completely self-supporting and all tuition money is spent in some way to support our program.

Our ​​​20__ to 20__ classes will begin on Tuesday, September _ and end Friday May _. As a rule our school closings and vacation are the same as those or EACS.

There are many types of preschools and we believe we have a happy combination of some of these.  We provide a comfortable environment with routine, security and affection conducive to learning and having fun.  In preschool each child is respected and accepted for himself.  He is given freedom to explore, create and experiment.  The child who is having bad feelings about himself is helped to feel good about himself. He is given acceptable means to relieve his hostilities. A positive self-image is necessary for a child to get along well socially with others.  If a child has bad feelings about himself and can't work and play well with others, chances are he won't learn well.  We try not to let a child think he is "bad".  When he does the wrong thing we tell him "why" it was wrong and that we can't let him hurt others and we won't let others hurt him. The child is helped to know that even when he has done wrong, he still has our affection and understanding.  He learns to trust us.

In Christian atmosphere we teach the child about the love of God.   We want the child to know he or she is a child of God. We teach them respect for and love of the creatures and other wonders in this world

We encourage children to think for themselves, make decisions and choices.  They gain independence and capabilities by doing things for themselves.

In our preschool "process" is more important than "product".  The real beauty and learning experience comes from "doing" rather than the finished product. A picture or clay model doesn't have to be anything. We do not ask what something is, but rather "can you tell me about your picture?” or "how does the clay feel in your hands?" We encourage children to wonder about things and learn through their senses.  We try to stimulate an awareness of the world around them and their place in it.

Preschool will help the child make a better transition into kindergarten. All too often it is harmful for a shy or poorly adjusted child to be thrust into a large class or children and the demanding curriculum of kindergarten.

We offer an enrichment program through creative art media, fingerplays, cooking, social sciences, waterplay, music, dramatics, perceptual training, muscle development and field trips.  These experiences are vital to the mental, physical and social development of your child. Studies indicate 50% of a child's ability to learn is developed by the age of 5. Therefore it is important to stimulate and develop the learning ability or young children through various activities and experiences.

And so our preschool has been planned and developed with needs of today's child in mind, the need to accept himself as an important being, the need to learn how to get along with others in work and play, and the need for the development of skills through which learning takes place.
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Information about St. Mark's Lutheran preSchool

REGISTRATION AND FEES

1. Registration is open to all children who will be 3 years of age or older by August 31 and who are successfully toilet trained. Applications for registration will be filed and considered in the order in which they are received.

2. Tuition is payable 1 month in advance. You may wish to pay the entire year in either one or two payments for a special discount. If for one of the 2 reasons of (1) illness and  (2) family vacation, a child is absent for 2 full consecutive weeks or more of nursery school, the parent is responsible for one half of the payment of the month.

3. Tuition should be paid by the 10th of each month. It may be sent to the school with child or paid in person by the parent or sent to Sara Faulstick, 9120 Lortie Rd., Monroeville. Please make checks payable to St. Mark's Lutheran Preschool.  A receipt will be given to you, which you should keep, especially if paying by cash.

4. A five-day grace period is given to pay the tuition. We will send home a gentle reminder in case you forgot about the payment. If payment cannot be paid by the 15th, please speak to Sara or a teacher to make special arrangements. If tuition is two months past due, child should be withdrawn from school.

5. Two weeks notice must be given if the child is to be removed from school. If the notice is not given, the school will expect one half the tuition for the next month.
DATES AND HOURS

1. Classes meet Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday from 9:00-11 :30 or 12:30-3:00.

2. Semester and vacation periods generally follow the EACS calendar. When EACS are closed in bad weather, so is St. Mark’s.

3. We will follow EACS closings, delays, and early dismissals. Parents should listen to WOWO for EACS delays and closings. If there is a 2 hour delay or 3 hour delay AM will come from 11:00-12:30 and PM will come from 1:30-3:00. In case of a 1-hour delay we will have school as usual and parents should come when they think it is safe.

4. Listen to WOWO for school closings. Follow EACS for closings.

5. Children are not to arrive before 8:50 and must leave by 11:30 a.m. Afternoon children are not to arrive before 12:20 and are to leave at 3:00.

1. If a child has any symptoms of sickness of cold, he is to be kept home.

2. If a child becomes ill at school, he will be isolated and parents will be called. We must have a number to call so we can get hold of your or a relative or friend to come and get your child in the event you are not home and the child becomes ill at school.

3. If child must be out of school more than two days to injury or illness, please let teacher know cause. Also, it is helpful if you call preschool whenever your child is not going to be in school.

TRANSPORTATION 

1. Parents are responsible for bringing their children to and from school.

2. Car pools should be organized if there is a need.

3. Please use the back parking lot and back entrance to the Preschool. PLEASE MAKE SURE TEACHERS ARE PRESENT BEFORE DRIVING AWAY AND LEAVING YOUR CHILD.
(a) We will send out those children whose parents are parked in the front row first.

These cars can then drive forward and drive forward so that those in the back row may drive forward.

(b) Please use caution.

GUIDANCE 

1. Children's activities will include both free outdoor and indoor play, stories, music, rhythms, creative activities, social science, coordination development, perceptual development, group discussions, social development and worship,

2. Please make sure the child is properly dressed for outdoor play according to the weather conditions.

GUIDELINES 

1. Any article or clothing brought to school should be marked with your child's name.  We suggest that no toys be brought to school, as there are sufficient toys at school.

2. Please see that clothing is simple and easy for a child to remove and replace at toilet times, arrival and dismissal times.

(a) All items of wrap, boots, etc. should have child's name on them.

(b) Please provide roomy boots so that your child may easily slip them on and off.

(c) If your child wears a snowsuit, please make sure he or she knows how to put it on and take it off before wearing it to school.

(d) If you feel it is possible your child may become excited or forgetful and thus have an "accident", please provide an extra set clothing. 
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3. Parents are responsible for the daily snacks.

(a) Snack list will be sent home with dates for your child to treat. If these dates are convenient for you or if there is a regular monthly date you would like to have for your convenience, contact the teacher and she'll be happy to comply. Your child will get to pass his/her treat out and will receive a little "thank you" award to show our appreciation for the treat.

(b) Birthday will be pre-marked on the snack list. If the child's birthday comes on our 3-day weekend we'll mark a day nearest the correct day unless you request a different day. Summer birthdays will be celebrated the last few weeks of school.

(c) As for choices for snacks, we would like healthy snacks. Carrot sticks, celery sticks, raisins, bananas, apples, oranges, other fruits or vegetables, Knox blocks, graham crackers, tricots, crackers, bread and peanut butter, fruit cups, cheese, and cereals are a few suggestions. We feel all our children get far too much sugar in their diets already, and we want to stay away from cookies and cakes. We want to stress an awareness of nutritious types of food to the children. In addition to the snack milk or 100% fruit juice should be provided. Juices should be prepared at home.
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(d) Birthday treats may be whatever you and your child decides upon. Birthdays are special, so cookies, cake, etc. will be acceptable.

(e) Holidays are special also and treats of candy, cakes, cookies, etc. are acceptable.

(f) Whatever special items, such as paper plates, spoons, forks, knives, etc. necessary for your snack, should be provided by you.

(g) If candy is ever sent to school for special occasions, please select carefully. We do not want small, hard candies, which could be easily choked upon.

4. Each child attending the 2-day class will be expected to bring 1 package of 80/100 five-ounce Dixie cups 4 rolls of paper toweling during the first week of school.

Children attending the 4-day class will be expected to bring 2 package of 80/100 five-ounce Dixie cups and 4 rolls of paper toweling during the first week of school.

5. The school will furnish book bags for the children to carry treasures to and from school. There is a charge for this bag. It should cost $6.00.  (Our cost.)

6. Each month you will receive a newsletter to let you know of the children's activities and give you important information. Please read these carefully.

7. We are able to provide a library service from books we have collected through the years. Your child will be allowed to check out 2 books each week to take home and use. These books should be returned to preschool within 2 weeks. If books are damaged, defaced, or lost you will be responsible for the replacement of that book.

8. Parent-Teacher conferences will be in November and March, with others if requested by the teacher or the parents. Both parents are encouraged to attend. 

9. In May we have a tour of the Fort Wayne Children's Zoo followed by a picnic at a park.

10. Approximately 2 weeks before school starts your child will receive a welcome and you will receive a reminder of last minute things to be done before school begins.

11. Also, an open house will be scheduled just before school begins for children and parents who did not attend the spring registration and for all who wish to attend again. 

12.  St. Mark's may photograph or video record activities that may include images of your child. These photos may be used on social media or the preschool website.  Your child’s name would never be used in connection with these images. These images would be removed immediately upon you notifying us.
